Obtained during 2013 Delegation to Homa Bay 

 
* Beatrice gave a summary of CSP to the entire delegation in Rongo upon our arrival.  They are to serve 
approximately 50 orphaned children who enter the program on a referral from the parish priest.  Post-secondary 
educational costs are covered including tuition, books, etc.  There are currently 57 participants and 10 young 
people who have graduated through the program.  Twenty-four Homa Bay Diocese parishes are represented by 
one or more students out of 31 total parishes.   

 
* Beatrice talked about some of the 10 young people who completed post-secondary education through CSP.  
She mentioned four teachers and one person is a caterer.  Others became auto mechanics, etc.  One of the 
teachers is Alvina who we had the opportunity to meet.  
 
 
* Alvina is a partial orphan, having lost her father.  She quit school to assist in taking care of her four younger 
sisters.  Through CSP, she decided to go back to secondary school and then went on to study to be a teacher and 
received a teacher’s certificate.  She is now an eighth grade teacher in a government school with 11 boys and 8 
girls in her class.  The school is not church sponsored and none of her students are Catholic. Alvina not only has 
the opportunity to be a role model and support to her younger siblings, but she is also a role model for the students 
in her class.

* Two CSP students attend St. Bernard’s Poly Technical College on the Diocesan compound of St. Paul’s 
Cathedral Parish.  They are studying to be auto mechanics.  Tuition is 27,000 Kenyan shillings (about $318) for 
the first two years and 22,000 Kenyan shillings ($260) for the remaining two years.  
 
 
* There are 19 CSP students attending Rongo University.  Eight of them 
are women and 11 men.  We were able to meet six of them, two young 
women and four young men.  Ten others are currently doing 
“attachments” (equivalent of internships).  Tuition at Rongo University 
is 38,000 Kenyan shillings (about $450) per year with exams costing an 
average of 11,000 shillings ($130) per student.   
 
 1. Victor from Migori Parish is in his third year of electrical 
engineering.  His father is disabled and his mother was very ill, but has 
recovered some since.  He is 23 years old and sees his sponsorship as a 
stepping stone to educational opportunities he would not have had 
without CSP. 
  
 2. Agustan is from Kehancha Parish and is in his third year of business administration.  He is 24 years old 
and a full orphan.  He wishes to say thank you for the CSP program.  Because of this program, he will have a job 
and be able to help others, including his four younger siblings at home.  
  
 3. Jack is 22 years old and from Macalder Parish.  He is studying Social Work and Community 
Development.  He is a partial orphan after losing his mother.  He is grateful for the support of CSP, which has 
given him the next step of his education. 
 
 4.  Edmund is from Naiongi Parish.  He is in his third year of general agriculture. He is 23 years old and 
a partial orphan with having lost his father.  He is thankful for the assistance from CSP.  He comes from farming 
land and can help his  family with his education.  He is the third of six children.

 5.  Jacinta comes from Migori Parish and is studying accounting and diplomacy.  She is 24 years old and 
a full orphan.  She is thankful for the opportunity CSP has  provided for her.  She predicts she would otherwise 
be married and have children by now.  Instead, she says she is able to prosper with God on her side. 
 
 6.  Sara (in glasses below) is from St. Paul’s Cathedral Parish - Nakayiemba Outstation.  She is studying 
social work.  She is 27 years old and the youngest child in her family. Both of her parents are still living, but they 
are very old.  Her mother is 70+ and her father is 80+.  Sara is thankful for the opportunity she is receiving from 
CSP and said she would have dropped out if not for the support of CSP.
